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Irrigation System 
Upgrade/Replacement 

With the 2023 season underway, it gives THGC the 
opportunity to initiate certain projects. The most 

notable is phase one of the irrigation system 
replacement. 

 
The existing irrigation system was installed in 1991 
during the construction/growing phase of the golf 

course 33 years ago. Although, over the years, we’ve 
seen a reduction in the system capacity, this, 

combined with drought-like conditions, has made it 
more challenging for our Golf Course 

Superintendent, Garrett Deck and his team to 
maintain the course in the heat of the summer. 

 
Replacing the entire irrigation project will require 
three phases spanning over a three 3-year window. 
The scope of work will be performed in partnership 
with Akus Papadopoulos and his team. Akus owns 
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AP irrigation from Edmonton, Alberta, who 
installed the existing system. Akus/AP irrigation 
also engineered the clubhouse waterfall we’ve all 

enjoyed these last 31 years. 
 

Phase 1 entails three phases. The first one is 
underway, with the first two to be completed by late 

April. While the final portion is to be performed 
after the fall aeration program in October or after 
Thanksgiving, with anticipated completion before 

the first snow (it involves removing the existing 
building alongside the # 9 fairway where the pump 

is being housed some 16 feet underground). The 
structure will be rebuilt after the new pump has 

been reinstalled in the ground and tested. 
Performing this work in season would simply be too 

disruptive.  
 

The initial 2/3 of this spring work entails new 
fittings in vault units and install replacement pipes 

to our water vaults or property water entry point 
located above # 2 fairway, above # 7 green and the 
lawn area across from the parking lot. Step two is 

underground direct drilling to install new irrigation 
pipes from the 6rough to the front 3 green. Next, 
from behind the 14 green to swell, splitting the 14 
fairway and finally on the 13 hole travelling from 

the ladies’ tee to the left of the green. This will allow 
for better water distribution and irrigation coverage 

in parts of the golf course where water pressure 
diminishes over the years leading to hydrophobic 

turf or brown spots in the heat of summer. In 
addition, with 2000 sprinkler heads throughout the 
golf course, redistributing water will allow for better 

coverage in the lower parts of the course, 
significantly reducing hand watering during play 
and improving the visual presentation in those 

areas. 
 

Installing a new irrigation system is daunting, very 
expensive and time-consuming. Still, THGC is 

confident that with direct drilling technology, and 
some scope of work performed in the shoulder 

season, the goal will be to keep disruptions for all of 
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you to a minimum. For interest’s sake, underground 
irrigation pipes sprawl over 57,400 meters or 35.6 

miles long. (Vernon is 31 miles away). Pipes are 
expected to last 60 years plus, while sprinkler heads 

are 30 years. The replacement of our irrigation 
system has been in the works for years and is the 

crucial component that will help improve the 
overall golf course conditions moving forward.
